(<) all imports by Union contractors shall be allowed to enter North Macedonia
without being subject t¢ customs or import Juties, Value Added Tux (VAT),
excise duties and other special consumption tax or o any other simikar tax. duties
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or charges having equivalent eftect. Such exemption shall only be applied to the
imports ov charges in connection with the goods supplied or services rendercd or
works cxeculed by the Union contractors under a Union contract. Naorth
Macedonia shall ensure that the imports concerned will be released from the
point of eatry tor delivery to the Union contractors as required by the provisions
of the contract and for immediate usc as required for the nonmal implementation
af the contract, without regard to any defays or disputes over the scttlement of
the above-mentioned duties. taxcs or charges;

(d) Union contrzctars shall be exempted from VAT for any scrvice rendered or
goods supplicd or works exccuted under the Union contraet. Goods supplicd or
services rendered or works exceuted by a contractor o the Union contractor shall
also be cxempled from VAT in so tar that they are connected with the abjectives
and activities under the Union contract;

Article 32 Audit trail

The NAQ shall ensure that all relevant infornation is available to ensure a sufticiently detailed
audit trail. This information shall inrer alia include documentary cvidence of the authorisation
of payment rcquests, of the accounting and payment of such requests, and of the treatment of*
advances, guaraniees and debts.

Article 33 Payments of the Union contribution

(1)  Payment of the Union contritnition shall be mads within the limits of the funds available.

(2)  Payments may take the form of pre-financing, interim payments and scttiément of the
final balanc¢, following the procedure established in Article 42(2). Where contributions
ave réquired from both the Unionand the IPA HU beneficiary. payments of the Union
contribution to the financing of the progranumes' concerncd. shall be calculated by
applying the co-financing rate laid down in the sectoral or financing agreement to-the
eligible expenditure certificd in accordance with Article 61(5) subject to the maximum
amount.of the Linion contribution set out in the sectoral or financing agreement,

(3) By 15 January and 15 July cach year, except where otherwise provided for in a sectoral
agreemerit or a financing agreement the NAQ shall send to the Commission a forecast
of its likely payment request for the financial ycar concerned and for the subsequent
financial year, in relation to all programmes. The Commission may ask for an update of
the forecast as appropriate.

E)) Payments by the Commission to the Accounting Body shall be made within 90 days
after the conditions of Articles 34, 35 or 36 are met. This time limit for payment requests
may be interrupled by the Commission in order 10 reguest all underlyimg documents
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necessary to clarify any elements relevant to the statement of expenditure, including
information on the reporting of irregularitics in accordance with Article S1{2) and
Annex H.

(5)  Amounts set oul in the programmes submitted by the IPA Il beaeficiary. in statements
of expenditure, in payment requests and in expenditure mentioned in the implementation
reports shall be denominated in eure, The IPA 111 beneficiary shall ensure that for the
treasury {lows between the Commission and the IPA 1]} heneficiary the rate recorded
for conversion between curo and the IPA 1T beneficiary curmrency is the monthly
accounting rate of the euro established by the Commission for the month during which
the expenditure paid was recorded in the accounts of the Accounting Body or the
Intermediate Body for financial management concerned specified in the relevant
financing agrcement.

(6)  Payments by the Commission to the IPA [l beneficiary shall be made, subject o
availability of budget appropriations, in euro to the curo account, in accordance with the
provisions laid down in Articles 34, 35 and 36 and sccloral or financing agreements.
Eure uccount(s} shall be opened for the programmes and shall be exclusively used for
transactions relating to those programmes in accordance with the provisions of the
rclevant sectoral or financing agreements.

(7)  ThelPA 11 beneficiary shall ensure that recipients reccive the total amount of the public
contribution in due time and in full. No charge shall be levied which would reduce these
amounts for recipients and the public contribution and assets thus financed shall not be
subject to any administrative or judicial confiscation, seizure or simijlar deductions.

(8)  Incases where the balance on the euro account referred to in paragraph 6 is insufficient
to cover the payment requests submitted by the recipients pending the reccipt of
payment from the Commission, the IPA T11 benefictary shail use national funds to pre-
finance the Union contribution. In these cases the national funds shall be treated as
Union funds and paragraph 6 shall apply dt the moment when the full payment of Lhe
IPA I beneficiary contribution, if any, and the Linion contribution pre-financed from
the national funds is recorded in the accounts of the Aceounting Body.

(% IPA 1l assistance may only cover expenditure incurred and paid by the IPA Mt
beneficiary in conformity with the eligibility rules laid down in the contractual clauses
and the tegal framewaork established by the Financial Regulation, the NDICT Regulation.

(10)  The exchange of information, including subimission of payment requests in linc with
Articic 34, 35 and 36 of this Agreement, concerning financial transactions between the
Commission and the structures and authorities referred to in Article 10 shall, where
appropriate, be madc by electromic means. using procedures as instructed by the
Commission.

Article 34 Pre-financing

Article 35 [nterim payments

(1) The minimum requirements for an interim payment are the following:

(a) the NAO has sent 10 the Commission a payment request including a certified
statement of expenditure detailing amounts paid and costs recognised and
including information, where relevant. on pre-financing. The payment request
shall also include relevant information on implementation as detailed in the
sectoral or finaneing agreement:

(b} the ceilings for the Union contribution, as kaid down in the financing decision,
have been respected;

(¢} the NIPAC has sent to the Commission the amiual report on implementation in
accordance with Adicle 59(1);

(d)  the Audit Authan’iy has stnt to the Commission the annual audit opinion and
annua) audit dctivity report, in accordance with Article 63¢1) and (2);

() the relevant finuncing agreement i3 in force;
7] any information requested by the Commission has been provided.

(2)  Without prejudice to. the annual audit opinion, if it appears that the applicable rules have
not been complied with or -funds have not been properly used, the payments can be
suspended or intermupted in accordance with the procedure aid down in the Articles 38
and 39.

Article 36 Settlement of the final balance

) The minimum requircments for the scttiemeént of the final balance arc the following:

() the NAO has sent fo the Commission a certified final statement of expenditure
and, if applicable. final payment requst;

(B the NIPAC has sent to the Comniission the final veport on implementation in
accerdance with Article bl):

(¢)  the Audit Authotity has sent w the Commission. in accordance with Atticle 63
(4) and {5), an epinion‘on the final statement of expenditure, supported by a final
audit activity report,

(d)  the rclevant financing agreement is in force:

{¢)  the Commission has completed the examination and acceplance of accounts
procedure as foreseen in Anticle 42,

Article 37 De-commitment of unused funds in case of multi-annual programmes
(1 The Commission shall awtomatically de-commit * anv postion of a budgetary

commitment for a programme that. by 31 December of the (fih year following that of
the budgctary commitment. has oot heen used for the purpose ol pre-linancing or
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making interim paymenis by the Commission to the IPA 11 beneficiary or for which the
NAO has not presented any certitied statemient of expenditure or any interim payment
request has been submitted in accordance with Article 35. For the purpose of this Article
only costs recognised submitted with the interim payment request or declaration of
cxpenditure shall be taken into consideration. An earlier deadline may be specified in a
sectoral or financing agreement

(2) The Commission shall inform the NAQ in advance whencver there is a risk of de-
commitment as referred to in paragraph 1.

(3} The amount concerned by de-commitment shall be reduced by the amounts equivalent
to that part of the budget commitment for which:

(a) the operalions are suspended by a legal proceeding or by an administrative
appeal having suspensory effect; or

(b) it has not been possible to make a payment request for reasons of force majeure
seriously affecting implementation of.all or part of the programme.

The IPA 1II bencficiary claiming force majeure shall . demonstrate the direct
consequences of the force majeure on the implementation of all or part of the
programune.

(G} The [PA HI beneficiary shall send to the Commission information on the exceptions

Article 38 Interruption of payments

(I}  Notwithstanding the time limit(s) for payments set out in Article 33(4), the Commission
may interrupt payments to the 1PA 111 beneficiary fully or partially for the purpose of
carrying out further checks, where:

(a) reliable information comes o the notice of the Commission indicating a
significant deficiency in the functioning of either the management and control
systems or that the expenditure certified by the NAO is linked to a serious
irrepularity and has not hecn corrected:

(b)  the interruption is necessary to prevent significant damage to the financial
interests of the Union;

(c) information comes to the notice of the Commission, which puts in doubt the
eligibility of expenditure in ¢ payment request.

{2)  The Commission may limit the interruption to the part of the expenditure covered by
the payment request affected by the elements referred to in paragraph 1. The
Commission shall inform the TPA 11l bencficiary immediately of the reason of
interruption and shall ask for its immediate observations and to remedy the situation if
necessary. The interruption shall be caded by the Commission as soon as the necessary
measures have been taken,

Article 39 Suspension of payments
(1) The Commission may suspend payments 1o the IPA 111 bencticiary, in particular when

systemic errors are detceted. which call into question the reliability of the internal
contrel systems of the entity concerned or the Jegality and regularity of the underlying
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transactions or the usc of assets and outputs for the intended purpose as specified in the
sectoral or financing agreement.

(2)  TheIPA Il beneficiary shall be given the opportunity to present its observations within
a periad of 1two months before the Commission decides on a suspension in accordance
with paragraph 1.

3 The Commission shall end the suspension when the [PA 111 beneficiary has taken the
nccessary measures {o remedy the systemic emors.

If the IPA TII beneficiary has not taken such measures, the Commission may decide 1o
cancel all or part of the IPA [II contribution to the prograinme in accordance with
Article 43.

Article 40 Recovery of funds

N Any situation as defined in Articles S0(7) and 51(5) occurring at any time during the
implementation of IPA |l assistance or being the result of an audit may lead to the
recovery of the tunds by the Commission from the IPA 111 benceficiary.

{2)  TheNAO shall recover the Union contribution paid to the IPA 111 beneficiary from those
who were in any situation defined in Articlte 51(5) or bénefited from it, in accordance
with IPA 11 beneficiary recovery procedurcs for public funds. The fact that the NAQ
docs not succeed in recovering all or part of the funds shall not prevent the Commission
from recavering the funds from the IPA 111 beneficiary.

Article 41 Financial adjustments by the [PA 111 bencficiary

The NAQ shall make financial adjustments where any situation defined in Article S1(S) is
detected. by canceliing all or part of the Union contribution to the programimes concerned. The
NAO shall take into account the nature and gravity of the irregularitics and the financial loss to
the Union contribution ensuring the principle of proportionality.

Article 42 Examination and acceptance of accounfs procedures

(1) The pumpose of the examination and acceptance of accounts procedure shall be to ensure
that the expenditure incurred and paid by ‘the IPA 11 beneficiary in the context of
tndirect management and which may be chargeable 4o the Umon budget is compliant
with the applicable Union rules and that the accounls are Complete, accurate and Lrue,

(2)  The examination and acceptance of accounts procedure shall consist of:

{a) the anal vsis of the final statement of éxpenditure as submitted by the NAO:

(b}  the analysis of the hinal report on implementation of the annual or multi-annual
programme in accordance with Article 60;

(€) the analysis of the opinion sent by the Audit Authority on the stalement of
expenditure stipported by a final audit activity report;

td)y  the analysis of relevant documents as referred to in the sectoral or financing
agreement and, where appropriate, on-the-spot checks by the Commission,
subject to no limitations or restrictions, on the content of those financial reports
or statements and on the underlying transactions. including checks made with
recipients:
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(e)  establishment by the Commission of the amount of expenditure chargeable to
the Union budget, following. where necessary, a contradictory procedure and
after the IPA 111 bencficiary has beca notified:

(N calculation of a possible financial correction arising from expenditure incurred
and paid in breach of the rules laid down in the present Agrecment and when
relevant in a secloral agreement or a financing agrecment;

(g)  recovery or payment by the Commission of the balance arising from the
difference between accepted expenditure to the Union budget and the sums
already paid to the IPA TIT beneficiary.

(3)  The examination and acceptance of accounts procedurc referred to in paragraph 2 is
without prejudice to the possibility for thc Comunission to recover non-eligible
expenditure at a Jater stage on the basis of audits or inspeetions carried out during or
after the implementation of the programme.

Article 43 Financial corrections by the Commission

(H In order te ensure that the IPA 11l funds have been nsed in accordance with the
applicable rules. the Commission shall apply financial corveclion mechanisms in
accordancc with Article 12 of the IPA I Implcmentmg Regulation and as detailed in
sectoral or financing agreements.

{2) A financial correction may arise from any of the following:
(2) identification of any sitvation defined under Article 51(5);

(b)  identification of a weakness or deficicncy in thc management and control
systems of the IPA 11 beneficiary;

{c) failure to ensure achievements of results and use of assets and outputs for the
intended purpose as specified in the sectoral or financing agrcement:

(dy follow up by the Commission on the audit activity reports and opinions of the
Audit Authority.
(3)  Ii the Commission finds that expenditure under the programmes covered by 1IPA 111 has
been incurred, paid and certified in a way thai has infringed applicable rules, it shall
decide what amounts arc to be exchuded from Union financing.

€)) The calculation and cstablishment of any such corrections, as well as the rélated
recoveries, shall be made by the Commission. following the criteria and procedures
provided for in paragraphs 5, 6 and 7 of'this Article and Articles 42, 44 and 45.

3 Financial correctiung shall be made as appropriaté by compensation or offsciting,

{¢)  The Commission shall apply the financial corrections on the basis of identification of
the amounts unduly spent and on the financial implications for the budget. Where such
amounts cannot be identificd precisely in order to apply individual corrections, the
Commission may apply al-rale corrections or corrections based on an extrapolation of
the findings.

(7) When deciding the amount of a correction. the Commission shall take into account the
nature and gravity or the extem and Anancial implications of any situation defined in
paragraph 2 as well as the principle of proportionslity.
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Article 44 Procedure for financial corrections

(1) Before taking a decision on a financial correction, including the ones taken on the basis
of the examination and acceptance of accounts procedure. the Commission shall inform

the NAD of its provisional conclusions and request hissher comments within two
monthg, - '

Whete the Commission proposes a financial correction based on an extrapolation of the
findings or at a flat rate pursuant to Article 43(6), the IPA il bencficiary shall be given
the opportunity to'provide information which would allow the Commission to establish
the actual extent of any situation defined in Article 43(2). through an examination of the
documcntation concemed. In agreement with the Commission, the IPA 11] beneficiary
may limit the scope of this examination to a proportion or sample of the documentation
concemed. Save for duly justificd cases. the time allowed for the IPA [ beneficiary
shall not exceed a period of two months after the two-month period referred to in the
first subparagraph. Further détails may be set out in the sectoral or financing agreement.

(2)  The Commission shall take a decision.after taking into account any evidence supplied
by the IPA 11T henchiciary.

Article 45  Re-use of the Uinion contribution

(1) The resourges casicelled from the Union contribution fellowing financial corrections
pursuant to Article 43 shail be paid to the Union budget.

{2}  The contribution recovered in accordance with Article 40 or cancelled in accordance
with Artiéte 41 may not he re-used for the activity or activities that werc the subject of
the re¢overy-or the financial adjustment, nor, whcre the recovery or financial adjustmeni
follows a systemic irregularity. for on-going activitics within the whole or part of the
programme in which the systemic imvegularity accurred.

Articled46:  Repayment

(1) TheIPA fII'benchiciary shall make any repayment to the. general budget ot the Union
before the due date indicated in the recovery order drawn up in accordance with
Article 100 ofthe Financial Regnlation.

(2} Any delay in-tepiyment shall give rise to interest on account of late payment, in
aceordance with Article 99 of the Finuncial Regulation.

TITLE (1 CLOSURE OF A PROGRAMME OR PARY OF A PROGRAMME

Article 47 Closure of a programme or part of a programme implemented in indirect
management by the IPA L1 beneficiary

(1)  The Commission shall notify in writing the clasure of & programme to the TPA 1
bencficiary.

(2)  ‘The Commission shall not closc a programme withoul prior examination and acceptance
of the accounts as provided for in Article 42

{3)  The closure of a programme is withaut prejudice to the right of the Commission to
undertake Anancial corrections at a fater stage.
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(4} More dctailed rules on the closure of programmes and relevant reporting obligations
may be set out in sectoral or financing agreements. '

Article48  Closure of a programme or part of a programme implementcd in direct
management and indirect management with entities other than the 1PA I11
beneficiary

(I} A programme is closed when al] the contracts and grants have been closed.

(2)  The Commission shall notify in writing the closure of a programme to the IPA 111
beneficiary.

Article 49 Retention of documents

(1)  The 1PA Il beneficiary shall rctain for five years from the date of closure of a
programme. all documents relevant for the procurement and grant award procedures,
contracts, addenda, relevant correspondence and all relevant documents relating 10
payments and recovceries.

(2)  The period referred to in point (1) shall berinterrupted cither in casc of legal proceedings
or by a duly justified request of the Commission.

TITLE1lY SUPERVISION, CONTROL, AUDIT AND PROTECTION OF
FINANCIAL INTERESTS

Article 30  Supervision, control and audit by the Commission, the European Anti-
Fraud Office and the European Court of Auditors

m All financing agreements and subsequent contracts, including any sub-contracts entered
into by benclictaries with 3rd parties, shall be subjeet to supervision, control and audit
by the Comnussion, including the-European Anti-Fraud Office (OLAF), and audits by
the European Court of Auditors.

In indircct management by the 1IPA 111 beneficiary. this also includes the right of the
Commission and the Union Delegation in North. Macedonia to carry eut measures, such
as:

(a) ex ante verification of tendering and contracting;

(b} expost conlrols of tendering, contracting, contract execution, inchuding financial
management thereof,

(c)  supervision concerning the functioning of the management and control systems.

The duly suthorised external auditors, agents or representatives of the Commission.
OLAF and the European Court of Auditors shall have the right to carry out any technical
and fmancial verification or audit that they may consider necessary to follow the
implementation of a programme ur contract. including visits of sites and premises where
IPA B funded activities are implemented or managed. The Commission shall give the
authorities concerned advance notice of such missions.
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(2)  ThelPA I beneficiary shall designate an anti-fraud coordination service' | to facilitate
cffective cooperation and exchange of infonmation. including information of an
opcrational nature, with OLAF,

In indirect management, the designated anti-fraud coordination service shall be tasked
with coordinating administrative and operational obligations and activities and propose
amendments to the IPA 1 bencficiary's legislation, as appropriate, in order to protect
the financial interests of the Union. The service shall, inter alia:

- lead the creation/implementation of strategies to protect the. financial interests of the
Union;

- idenhify possible weaknesses in the IPA 1] beneficiary systems for managing Union
funds including IPA 1l assistance;

- ensure sufficient human resources capacity for these tasks, including training of
fraud-prevention staff;

- suppor! cooperation between the [PA [l beneficiary administrations, prosceution
authorities and OLAF;

- share information on irrcgularitics and suspected fraud cases, including those
identificd in avdits and checks carried out by the Audit Authority, internal audit
services, the Management Structure, the Managing Authorities and Intermediate
Bodies, with the IPA 11 beneficiary administration and QOLAF;

- ensure the fulfilment of all the obligafions under Regulation (EC, Euratomi) Nbp
883/2013 of the European Parliament and of the Council’?, Council Regulation
(Buratom. EC) 'No 2988/1995" and Council Regulation (EC, Euratom}
No 218571996, -

(3)  The [PA IIT beneficiary shall supply all requested information and documents including
any clectronie data and take all suitable measures to facilitate the work of the persons
instrueted to carry out audits. on-the-spot checks, or ingpections.

{4)  The IPA I beneficiary shall ensure that the. agents or representatives of the
Commission, including OLAF, have the right to inspeet all relevant documentalion.
digital data, and accourits pertaining to items financed under the related financing
agreement and assist the European Court of Auditors to carry out audits relating to the
use of IPA 111 assistance. Where privately owned devices arc used for work purposcs,
those devices may be subject 16 inspection by OLAF. OLAF shall subject such devices
to inspection only under the same conditions and to the same extent that national control
authorities are allowed to investigate privately owned devices and where OLAF has

(5} In order 1o cnsure the efficient protection of the financial interests of the Union. the
Commission, including OLAF, may alsa conduct all investigative acts, and in particular,
on-the-spot checks and inspections in accordance with Regulation (EU, Euralom)
No 8832013 and Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2183/1996. These checks and
inspections shall be prepared and conducted in close collaboration with the IPA 1
beneficiary, which shalt be natified in good time of the object, purpose and Icgal basis
of the checks and inspections, so that it can provide all the required help. The IPA 111
beneficiary shall identify a service with criminal investigative powers, which will assist
in conducting investigations in accordance with Regulation (EU, Euratom)
No 883,2013 and Regulation (EC, Euratom) No 2185/1996 upon OLAF’s request.

(0)  Theservice veferred to in point (2) can fulfi) this task if it has administrative and criminal
investigative powers. If QLAF requires, the on-the-spot checks and inspections may be
carried out jointly. Where the participants in IPA Il funded activitics resist an on-the-
spot check or inspection. the IPA 111 beneficiary, acling in accordance with ifs own
national laws and rules, shall provide 1o the Commission/OLAF inspectors the necessary
assistance to allow them to discharge their duly in carrying out an on-the-spot check or
inspection, including the provision of the bank account information relevant for OLAF s
investigative activity.

N [n case of fatlure to comply with the obligations set out in paragraphs (4), (5) and (6) of
this article, the Curopean Commission may recover the funds related to the Union
contribution under investigation by OLAF in line with the provisions ol Article 40.

{8)  The Commission/OLAF shall report as soon as pessible te the IPA 111 beneficiary any
cvidence oy suspicion relating to frauds or imregularitics, which has come to its
knowledge in the course of an on-the-spot check or inspection. In any event. the
CommissionGLAF shall be required to inform the above-mentioned service ol the
result of such checks and inspections.

{9)  The controls and audits descibed above are applicable to all recipients and sub-
contractors who have received IPA 11 assistance whether or not they arc named in-the
contract.or Grant Agreenient. Such controls and audits are also applicable to documents
and data concerning the national contribution, if any, by the IPA 11 beneficiary.

{10) In indirect management. the Commission may check. at any times, the accounts and
operations of the Accounting Body and Managing Authorities and Intermediate Bodies
cither directly or through an external auditor. This 1s without prejudice to the
responsibiiities of the Commission and of the European Court of Auditors.

Article 51 Protection-of the financial interests of the Union

(1) In accordance with Article 1 34(4), point (a), of the Financial Regulation. the IPA i1
beneficiary entrusted with budget implementation tasks of IPA H} assistance sha}l
prevent, detect and correct irregularities and fraud when executing those tasks. To s
end. the 1PA 111 bencficiary shall carry out, in accordance with the principle of
proportionality. ex anfe and ex post controls including on-the-spol chechs on the
representative and risk-based samptes of transactions, o ensure that the programmes
financed from the budgel are effectivel ¥ carried out and arc implemented vorrectly. The
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IPA 11 bgnchmany shall also recover funds unduly paid and bring legal pr()(.(,cdm;,\
where necessary in this regard.

() Inindirect management, the IPA 111 beneficiary shall ensure investigation and effective
treatment of siispected cases of iregularities, fraud, corruption and conflict of interest
and the functioning of a control and reporting mechanism as referred to in Article 13(7)
of the IPA [ Regulation. The [PA Tl beneficiary shall report suspected fraud and other
iregularities, which have been the subject of a primary administrative or judicial
finding, without delay, to the Commission and keep the latter informed of the progress
of administrative and legal proceedings. Reporting shall be done by clectronic means
using the irregularity management system {IMS) provided by the Commission for this
purposc. In addition to' the reporting provisions set- in Annex H to this Agreement,
further details may be laid down in the sectoral or financing agrcement.

(33 Furthermore, the IPA 11l bencficiary shall, in indirect management, take any appropriate
measure to prevent and countér any active or passive corruption practices at any stage
of the procurement procedure or grant award procedurc or during the implementation of
the corresponding contracts.

(#)  TheIPA 11 beneficiary, including the personnel responsible for the programming and
implementation of the tasks of the IPA TI funded activities. shall take whatever
precautions necessary to avoid any risk of conflict of interests and shall inform the
Commission immediately of any such conflict of interest or any situation likcly to give
risc 10 any such conflict.

Article 65 Additional definitions for cross-bovder cooperation

(2)  Foreach selected thematic priority, the participating IPA {11 beneficiaries shall agree on
the specific objectives. expected results. largets and indicators and the types of activities
to be supported including the identification of the main target groups and fypes of
applicant.

(3)  The cross-border cooperation programme shall be submitted to the Commission for
approval by electronic means, by the lead IPA 111 beneficiary.

(4)  The Commission shall assess the consistency of cross-border cooperation programmes
with the IPA 11 programming framework and their effective contribution to the selected
thematic priontics defined in Annex 1 of the 1PA 11} Regulation.

(5) The Commission shall make observations within three months of the date of submission
of the cross-border cooperation programme: The participating 1PA H beneficiaries shall
pravide to the Comnussion @ll necessary additional information and, where appropriate,
revise the propused cross-border couperation programme.

(6} Before approving, the cross-horder cooperation programme the Commission hasg o
ensure that any of its observations have been adequately taken into account,

TITLE VI REPORTING
Article 80  Annual and final implementation reports

(13  For the purposes of the reporting requirement cstablished under Title I, the cross-
border ceoperation structures shall prepare an annual implementation report and a final
implementation report for each cross-border cooperation programme. The final
implementation report may include the last annual report. The report shall follow the
model attached to the financing agreement.

Exchange of information and documents between the Cominission and the 1PA 111 beneticiary
concerning programming. programmes, and their amendments as well as documentation
relaling to implementation of programimes shali to the extent possible be made by electronic
means. The arrapgements concerming the exchange of data shall be agreed between the
Commission aud the {PA 1] bencficiary and sct out in the sectoral or financing agreement.
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Article §2 Cuonsultation

(1) Any qucstion relaling to the cxecution or interpretation of this Agreement shail be
subject 10 consultation between the Parties leading. where necessary, to an amendment
ot this Agreement.

(2) Where therc is a fatlure to carry out an obligation sct out in this Agreement which has
not been the subject of remedial measures taken in duc time, the Commission may
suspend this Agreement in accordance with Articlc 90.

{3)  The IPA 1] beneficiary may renounce infvhole or in part the implementation of IPA I
assistance. To this aim, the [PA II] beneficiary shall provide advance notice of at least
6 months. The Parties shall set out the details of the said renunciation in an exchange of
ietters or by amending the relevant financing agrecment, as the case may be.

Article 83 Applicable law, settlement of disputes

(1} This Agreement is governcd by EU law.

2) If a dispwte concerning the interpretation, application or validity of the Agreément
cannot be scttled amicably, it shall be settled by arhitration in accordance with the 2012
PCA Arbitration Rules, subject to the following:

(a) Pancl composition

For claims of EUR 500 000 or above: the panel shall be composed of threc arbitrators.
Each party shall appoint one arbitrator within 40 calendar days after the notice of
arbitration has been sent. The two atbitrators appointed by the partics shall in tum
appoint a third arbitrator 1o act as presiding arbitrator.

For claims below EGR 500 00Q: the panel shall be composed of one arbitrator, unless
the partics agree otherwise.

It the pancl is not composed within 80 calendar days after the netice of arbitration is
sent, either party may request the PCA Secretariat or other mutually acceptable other
neutral avthority to appoint the necessary arbitrator(s).

(b) Seal

The seat of the arbitration panel shall be The Hague, Netherlands.

(c) Language

The language of the proceedings shall be-English or another mutually aceeptable official
language of the European Union. Evidence may be produced in other Janguages, if
agreed by the partics.

{d) Procedure

Recourse to interim measures, third party interventions and amicus curiae interventions
is excluded.,

If the panel is requested by a party to trear information or material confidentially, the
decision shall be madc in form of a reasoned order and after hearing the other party (10
calendar days 10 submit observations). The panel shall weigh the reasons for the request.
the nature of the information and the right to effective judicial protection. The panel
may in particular:

mitke disclosure subject 10 specific undertakings or
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- decide against disclosure, but order the production of a non-confidential version
or summary of the information or material, containing sufficient information to
enable the other party to express its views in @ meaningful way.

If the panel is requested to hear the casc in camera. the decision shall be made after

hearing the other party (10 calendar days to submit observations). The panel shall take
into account the reasons for the request and the objections of the other party (if any).

If the panel is requested to interpret or apply European Union law, it shall stay the
proceedings and request the ‘President of the High Court of Paris’ (Président du
Tribunal de grande instance de Paris, “juge d’appui’), in accordance with Articles 1460
and 505 ef the French Civil Procedural Code to request a preliminary ruling from the
Court of Justice of the European Union in accordance with Article 267 TFEU. The
proceedings before the arbitral tribunal shall resume once the decision by the juge
d"appui is taken. The decision of the Court of Justice and of the juge d"appui shall be
binding on the pancl.

The arbitral award shall be final and binding en the partics and be carried out by them
without dclay.

Either party may however request that the award i reviewed by the The Hague Court
of Appeal (Gerechtshof Den Haag) on the basis of the applicable national law. In this
case. the award shall not be considered final until the end of this procedure. The decision
by the reviewing court shall be binding on the panel.

(e) Costs
The costs of arbitration shall consist of:
- the fees and reasonable expenses ol the arbitrators
- rcasonable costs of experts and witnesses as approved by the panel and

- the fees and expenses of the PCA Secretariat for the arbitration proceedings (e.g.
catering. providing for clerks, room, interpretation).

The arbitrators’ fecs shall not exceed _

- 9% pf'the contested amount if that amount is above EUR 1 000 009, In any case
the arbitrators™ fees shall not exceed EUR 300 000.

The costs of arbitration shall be borne by the parties in equal sharc, unless otherwise
agreed.

The parties shall bear their own costs of legal representation and other costs incurred by
them in refation to the arbitration.

(H Privileges and bmmunitics

The agreement 10 pursue arbitration under the 2012 PCA Arbitration Rules does not
constituie and cannot be interpreted as a waiver of privileges or immunities of any of
the parties, 10 which they are entitled.

Article 84 Disputes with third parties

(1) Without prejudice to the jurisdiction of any court desighated in an IPA M-funded
contract as the competent court for disputes arising out of a contract between the partics
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to it, the Unjon shall enjoy in the territory of North Macedonia immunity from suit,
including arbitration except as provided fer in Article 83 of Lhis Agreement, and legal
process with respect (o any dispute between the European Commission and/or the IPA
111 bencticiary and a thivd party, or between third parties, which directly or indirectly
relate to the provision of IPA 1l assistance to the IPA Il beneficiary under this
Agreement, except where the Union has expressly waived its immunity.

(2)  The IPA [11 benetficiary shall in any lega) or administrative proccedings before a court,
tribunal or adiministrative instance in North Macedonia uphold this immunity and take
a position which fully considers the intgrests of the Union. Where nccessary, the IPA
